      Bill, March, 1873, Mr. Disraeli was commissioned by the Queen to form a
      Ministry, but declined to do so under the then circumstances. On Mr.
      Gladstone appealing to the country in 1874, the election returns placed
      him in a minority, and he resigned without meeting the new Parliament; Mr.
      Disraeli succeeded him as Prime Minister and formed his cabinet, March,
      1874; created Earl of Beaconsfield, August, 1876; first Plenipotentiary
      for Great Britain at the Congress of Berlin, 1878, and K.G. Lord
      Beaconsfield's principal novels (besides Vivian Grey) are The
      Young Duke, Henrietta Temple, and Venetia, and, since his entrance on
      political life, Coningsby, Sybil, Tancred, and Lothair.
