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THE FIRST PRESS IN AMERICA, AND THE INDIAN BIBLE.

THE first press in what is now the United States, was at Cambridge, Massachuselts, where, so luic as
1650, the President of the College had the dircction of the concerns of the printing-house, and made contracts
for printing; he was responsible for the productions of the press, which was, for a time, as celebrated as the
presses of the Universties of Oxford and Cambridge, in Englind. The production of so gre
as a translation of the Bible in the Indian lnguage, at this carly date, must be esteemed an
undertaking, especially when the good style of its excoution is considered, together with the difficulties it
encountered. It was printed on a fine paper of pot size, and in quarto; fiftcen hundred copies were tuken,
and afierwards a second edition of two thousand appenred, “at tlie charge aud with the consent of the
Corporation in England for the Propagation of the Gospel amongst the Indians in New Iaglnd.? The 010
“Testament was three years in press, and was followed by an edition of Buxter’s Call o the Unconverted, an
edition of the Psalter, and two editions of Bliot’s* Catechism, ull in the Indian Tunguage.

The Rev. M. Cotlon, a proficient in the Indian language, assistcd Mr. Tiliot in revising and correeting the
second edition ; both editions had tifle-pages in English and Tndian, and the cost of the sccond is found {o
bave been £900 sterling.

Itis an interesting circumstance connected witl the printing of this Bible, that the work was done by an
Indian lad nemed James ; he was bom at an Indian town called Hassanamesitt, now Graflon, Worcester
county, Massachusetts. His fathor was a deacon of the chureh of Indian Christians established in that place ;
when a child the boy was taught, at the Tndian charity school at Cambridge, to read and write the I
language ; in 1659 ke wos apprenticed to Samuel Green, printer at that place, who gave him the suname
of Printer. Green instructed him in the art of printing, and, whilst his apprentice, employed him as a press-

man, &c., in printing the Indian Bible under consideration.

5o deep in years that T cannot expect to live long; besides, we have but one man, viz., the Indian priner,
that is able to compose the sheets, and correct the press with understanding.”  Again, in 1684, Lie says, « Our
workmen have been all sick, and we have but few hands, (at printing,) one Englishman and a boy, and one
Indian ; and many interruptions and diversions do befall us, and we conld do but Tittle this very hard winter.”

Some of James's descendants were living in Graflon in the carly part of the present century; they bore the

sumame of Printer.

the Fanny armed ship, magnificently decorated, was placed at anchor, and at some distance ahead lay lus
majesty’s ship Roebuck, with the admiral’s flag hoisted at the fore-topmast head. The transpost ships
extending in a line the whole length of the town, appeared with colors flying, and erowded with spectators,
as were also the openings of the several wharves on shore, exbibiting the most picturesque and enlivening
scene the eye could desire. The rendezvous was at Knight’s wharf, at the northern extremity of the ey.
By half after four the whole company was embarked, and the signal bemg made by the Vigilunt’s manning
ship, the three divisions rowing slowly down, preserving {heir proper intervals, and kecping time to the
music that led the fleet. Arived between the Fanny and the market wharf, a signal was made from one
of the boats ahead, and the whole lay upon their oars, while the music played God save the king, and
three cheers given from the vessels were returned from the multitude on shore. By this time the {lood-tide
became too rapid for the galleys to advance ; they were therefore quitted, and the company disposed of in
different barges. This alteration broke in upon the order of procession, but was necessary to give sulli-
cient fime for displaying the enterlainment that was prepared on shore. ‘The Janding place was at the old
fort, a little to the southward of the town, fronting the building prepared for the reception of the company,
about four hundred yards from the water by a genile ascent. As soon as the general’y burge was seen to
push from the shore, a salute of seventecn guns was fired from the Rocbuck, and, afler some fnterval, by
into a line

the same number from the Vigilant. The company, as they disembarked, arranged themsely
of procession, and advanced {hrough an avenue fonned by two files of grenadiers, and a line of Tighthorse

supportiug each fle. This avenue led to a square lawn of one hundred and fifty yords on cach side, linedd
stoms and

with troops and properly prepared for the exhibition of a tilt and tournament, aceording Lo the
ordinances of ancient chivalry. We proceeded through the contre of the square. The musi
of all the bands of the army, moved in front. Uhe managers, with favors of blue and white sibunds in
tbeir breasts, followed next in order. The general, admiral, and the rest of the company proceeded pro-

iiscuously.

In front appeared the building, bounding the view through a vista formed by two triumphal are
erceted at proper intervals in a line with the Janding place. Two pavilions, with rows of benche
one above the ofher, and serving as the advanced wings of the first triumphal arch, reccived the ladics,

while the gentlemen arranged themselves in convenient order on cach side. On the front seat of cach
d in Turkish habits, and

pavilion were placed seven of the principal young ldies of the country, dres
wearing in thelr turbans the favors with which they meant to seward the several knights who were to contend
in their honor. These arrangements were scarce made when (he sound of trumpets was heard at a distance ;
anda band of lnights, dressed in ancient habits of white and red silk, and mounted on gray horses, vichly
caparisoned in trappings of the same colors, entered the lists, attended by thoir vsquires on foot, in suitable
appirel, in the following order i—four trumpeters, properly habited, {heir trumpets decorated with smill
pendent banners—a herald in his robe of ceremony; on bis tunic was (he device of kis bund, two roses
intertwined, with the motto, We droop when separated.

Lord Catheart, superbly mounted on a managed horse, appeared s chief of these lights two young
black slaves, with sashes and drawers of blue and white sill wearing large silver clasps round their necks
and anas, their breasts and shoulders bare, held his stimups. On bis right hand walked Capt. azard, and
on bis left Capt, Browalow, his two esquires, one bearng his lance, the other hus shield.

His device was Cupid riding on a lion, the motto, Surmounted by Love. ~Ilis lordship appeared in honor
of Miss Auchmuty.

After they had rode round the lists, and made their obeisance to the Iadies, they drew up fronting the
White Knights; and the chief of these having thrown down his gaunilet, the chief of the Black Knights
directed Lis esquire to take it up. The knights then received their lances from their esquires, fixed their
shields on their left amns, and maling a general salute to each other, by a very gracezul movement of their
lances, turned round to take their career, and encountering in full gallop, shivered their spears. In the
second and third encounter they discharged their pistols. In the fourth they fought with their swords. At
length the two chiefs, spurring forward into the centre, engaged furiously in single combat, 11 the marshal
of we field (Major Gwyne) rushed in between the chiefs, and declared that the Fair Damsels of the Blended
Rose and Buming Mountain were perfectly satisfied with the proofs of love, and the signal feats of valor,
given by their sespective knights; and commanded them, as they prized the future favors of their mistresses,
that they would instantly desist from further combat. Obedience being paid by the chiefs to this order,
they joined their respective bands. The Wlite Knights and their attendants filed off to the left, the Black
Knights to the xight; and, after passing each other at the lower side of the quudrangle, moved up alternately,
till they approached the pavilions of the ladics, when (hey gave a general salute.

A passage being now opened between the two pavilions, the knights, preceded by their squires and
the bands of music, rode through the fist triumphal arch, and aranged themselves 1o the right and left.
This arch was erected in honor of Lord Howe. It presented two fronts, in the Tusean order; the pediment
was adomed with yarious maval trophics, and at top was the figure of Neptune, with o trident in bis right
hand. In a niche, on cach side, stood a sailor with a drawn eutlass. Three plumes of feathers were placed
on the summit of each wing, and in the entablature was this inscription: Laus illi debetur, et alme gratia

major. The interval between the two arches was an avenue three hundred foet long, and thirty-four broad.
Tt was lined on cach side with a file of troops; and the colors of all the army, planted at proper distances
bad a beautiful eflect in diversifying the scene. Between these colors (e knights and squires took (he
stations. The bunds continued to play several picces of mari
procession, with the ldies in the Turkish habits in font; as these passed, they were saluted by their
kights, who then dismounted aud joined them ; and in this arder we were all conducted into a garden that
fronted the house, through the second trinmphal arch, dedicated o the general. 'This arch was also built in
the Tusean oxder. On the interior part of the pediment was painted a plume of feathers, and various mili-
tary trophies. At top stood the figure of Fame, and in the entablature this deviee,—1I, bone, quo virlus tua
tevocel; T pede fuusto. On the right hand pillar was placed a bomb-shell, and on the left n flaming heart.
The front next the house was adomed with preparations for a fire~work, From the garden we aseended a
Iight of steps covered with carpets, which led into a spacious hall; the pancls, painted in imitation of Sicuna
marble, enclosing festoons of white marble : the surbase, and all below, was black. Tn this hall, and in the
adjoining apartients, were prepared tea, lemonade, and other cooling Tiquors, to which the company scated
themselyes; during which time the knights came in, and on the knce received their favors from their
respective ladics. One of these rooms was afterwards appropriated for the use of the Pharaoh table; as you
entered it you saw, on a panel over the chimney, a cornucapia, exuberantly filled with flowers of the richest
colors ; over the door, as you went out, another represented itself, shrunk, reversed, and emptied.

From these apartments we were conducted up 10 @ ballroom, decorated in a light clegant style of
painting. The ground was a pale blue, panelled with a small gold bead, and in the inferior filled with
dropping festoons of flowers in. their natural colors. Below the surbase the ground was of rose-pink, witl
Jrapery festooned in blue. These decorations were heightened by eighty-five mirrors, decked with rosc-

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THE FIRST AMERICAN NEWSPAPERS.

The Boston News-Letter—There was not a newspaper published in the English colonies, throughout the
extreme continent of North America, until the 24th of April, 1704. It was printed on half a sheet of pot-
paper, with a small pica type, folio. The first page is filled with an extract from the London Flying Post,
respecting the Pretender, who styles himself James the Eighth of Scotland. The Quecn’s speech in Parlia-
ment on that occasion, a few articles under the Boston head, four short paragraphs of marine intelligence from
New York, Philadelphia, and New London, and one advertisement, form the entire contents.

The propietor says,  The News-Letier i to be continued weekly, and all persons who have housts, lands,
farms, tenements, ships, goods, wares, merchandise, &e. &c., to be sold or let, or servants run away, or goods
stole or lost, may have them inserted at a reasonable rate from two pence to five shillings.” It was pablished
by John Caxapbel, a Scotchman, who was a bookseller and postmaster, and was entitled ¢ The Boston News-
Letter. Published by Authority.” The imprint is, “Boston: Printed by B. Green. Sold by Nicholas
Boone, at his Shop near the O1d Meeting-Tlouse.”

In a volume of a newspaper published in Virginia in 1733, we find an ar
News-Letter, under date of .

« Boston, Jun. 4, 1733.—On Thursday Tast, being Dec. 26th, Died here, ater a long and puinful languish-
ment, of a sore that broke inwards, Mr. Bartholomeyw Green, one of the Deacons of the Soulh Chirch, who has
been the principal Printer of this town and country near forty years. He died in the 67th year of his age, being
born at Cambridge, Oct. 12, 1666, And was here very decently interred on the 2d cursent. His fuber was Capt.
Sumuel Green, the famous Printer of Gambridge, who arived with Gov. Winthorp in 1630: He came in the
same ship with the Honourable Thomas Dudley, Esq., and used to tell his children that upon ther first coming
ashore both he and several others were for some time glad to lodge in an empty cask to shelter them from the
wealler for want of housing. This Capt. Green was a commmission officer of the military company f Cam-
bridge, who chose him for abbve 60 years together; and he died there Juwary 1, 1701-2, aged 87, lighly
esteemed and beloved both for piety and a natural genius. He took such grent delight in the military
exercise, that the arrival of their training days would always mise his joy and spirt, and when he was grown
50 old and aged that he could not walk, he would be carried out in the chair into the field to view and order
lis company. He had 19 children by his first wife, and 11 by his second, who was a daughier of the
venerable elder Clask of Cambridge; of which 11 children there s this remarkable; that though two died

«This Mr. Green, whose loss we deplore, set up his press with his father at Cambridge, and afterwards
removed to Boston, where on Sept. 16, 1690, soon after he was first married, his press and letters, which were
{hen esteemed the best that had been in the country, were consumed by a fire that began in the neighbourhood;
upon which hereturned to Cambridge, and there continued until the winter 1692-3, when he came back to
Boston, wnere he has been Printer to the Governor and Couneil for near forty years, and of the Boston News-
Letter (excepting a small intermission) from its beginning.

¢ And for his particular character : He was a person’ generally known and esteemed among us, as a very
Jumble and exemplary Christian, one who had much of that primitive Christianity in hitn, which has always
been the distinguishing glory of New England. We may further remark his eminency for a strict observance
